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Welcome back! We hope that you have settled well into your new classrooms and made some new friends. It has been great to see so many smiling faces!
Numeracy 
In numeracy this term we will begin by focusing on Place Value within 10. We will learn how to sort and count objects, recognise numbers as words, count forwards and backwards, find 1 more and 1 less, 
order objects and numbers, greater than, less than and equal to. Just before the end of the term we will move onto addition and subtraction within 10. We will learn about part-whole models, writing number sentences, fact families and number bonds within 10.
Literacy 
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Literacy will look a little different this year. We are now using more books to underpin our learning journey. Over this term, we will be using the stories ‘The Invisible String’ by Patrice Karst and ‘Lost and Found’ by Oliver Jeffers. We will be exploring different genres such as, narratives, non-chronological reports and persuasive texts.
Guided Reading
During our Guided Reading sessions, we will be completing a daily carousel of reading and phonics challenges. As we work through these activities we will be developing our DERIC skills (Decode, Explain, Retrieve, Interpret, Choice of Words).
Science
As budding young scientists this term, we will continue to develop our scientific vocabulary and the way we work scientifically. We will be focussing on ‘Living Things’. This unit will focus on learning about things that are living, dead and have never been alive, animals and plants, their habitats and food chains. 
Geography
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In our Geography lessons, we will be developing our essential spatial skills. We will be learning how to read and draw maps, use compass points and to use different geographical vocabulary.  

Art 
Colour and Line is our theme for this term. We will be looking at secondary, warm and cool colours, tints and shades, the work of David Hockney and exploring different lines.
Music 
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We will be using our new exciting music scheme ‘Charanga’ and our first unit is called ‘Hey You!’ This unit is written in an Old-School Hip Hop style for children to learn about the differences between pulse, rhythm and pitch and to learn how to rap and enjoy it in its original form.
PSHE 
This term we are looking at ‘Being Me in My World’. We will be following the Jigsaw programme to deliver these sessions. 
Computing  
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During this term we will be looking closely at algorithms. We will be learning what algorithms are, how to follow a simple algorithm and plan, test and ‘debug’ a simple algorithm.  

Business and Enterprise

As part of our broadening curriculum we are learning about business and enterprise. We would love to host a few parents to talk with the children about the different jobs that they do and what skills children need to take on that job role in the future. If you could help out with this, then please speak to a member of staff and we can take it from there.  

Religious Education  

As part of Religious Education this term we will be exploring the question ‘Who is a Christian and what do they believe?’. This will help us develop our knowledge of the world’s religions.
